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Abstract

The relationship between gender and morality is a popular topic in the humanities
field, but most current research is qualitative in nature and lacks large-scale data
support. In this paper, we conduct a quantitative analysis of gender words and moral
words containing attributes of moral category, moral polarity, and moral intensity. We
study the changing relationship between morality and gender at both synchronic and
diachronic levels. Our results show that, at the synchronic level, various language
genres generally agree on the relationship between professional morality and gender,
with the greatest differences being found in family virtues. Baidu Baike reflects the
moral constraints placed on women, suggesting that women need to maintain a positive
moral image more than men. Furthermore, social moral norms shape women into two
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distinct images: “angels” or “sluts”. At the diachronic level, the correlation between
gender and morality in the People’s Daily shows a consistent trend over time, with more
attention paid to women’s morality. Different genders have different moral concerns,
with women’s personal virtues and men’s family virtues being the main focus. Around
2000, the connection between women and morality was at its lowest, even lower than
that of men, mainly due to the influence of national women’s policies.
